Playoff Breakdown

The playoffs will consist of 4 rounds of a single elimination bracket consisting of 16 teams. The 16 teams will be as follows.

Seeds 1-13: The pool winners will be seeded 1-13 by the following tiebreaker system. 

a. Overall Record

b. Runs allowed

c. Runs scored

d. Runs allowed subtracting the game with the most runs allowed

e. Runs allowed subtracting the 2 games with the most runs allowed

f. Runs scored inning by inning starting with the first game until one team has more runs after a complete inning

Seeds 14-16: Seeds 14-16 will consist of the top 3 second place teams out of the pools and will be determined by the following tiebreaker.

a. Overall Record

b. Head to Head record

c. Runs allowed

d. Runs scored

e. Runs allowed subtracting the game with the most runs allowed

f. Runs allowed subtracting the 2 games with the most runs allowed

g. Runs scored inning by inning starting with the first game until one team has more runs after a complete inning

Championship Play:

1. 2 hour time limit will be used in all games except the semifinal and championship games. In the semifinals, games will go a full 7 innings regardless of time. After 7 innings, the game will go to the tie-breaker. In the championship game, there is no tie-breaker. This rule is subject to change.

2. The higher seed will always be the home team during championship play. This is the case even if the schedule says otherwise.
